Robert Pattinson has “eat-

The ‘Batman’ actor insisted 

he’s “like a kid” with needing a 
routine when he’s busy working 
on film sets, and recently he was 
having salmon for every meal of 
the day.

He told GQ magazine: “I’m 
kind of like a kid. I’m doing a lot 
of jobs in a row and I get very 
obsessed about needing to have 
regimented behavior — other-
wise I’d feel crazy afterwards.

“But I was having lunch yes-
terday and I was like, I can’t 
taste salmon anymore. And I 
realised I’ve eaten nothing but 
salmon for like, months.

“It’s like I have a seal’s diet:

The 38-year-old star is no 
stranger to a fish-based diet, 
and he recalled a time where 
he would only tuck into canned 
tuna on film sets.

“Someone saw me doing it 
once and they were like, that’s 
absolutely disgusting.

“And then suddenly I kind of 
got afraid of mercury poison-
ing, so I switched to salmon. 
Someone told me I could just 
get mercury poisoning from 
salmon anyway. But yeah: I  
endorse.”

The ‘Twilight Saga’ actor 
joked he also supports “hy-
per-loading caffeine” early in 
the day.

He quipped: “I definitely en-
dorse hyper-loading caffeine 
right at the beginning of the 
day. You just need to basical-
ly live your entire day in a 
kind of manic state.

“But I can’t do Celsius

She told AARP The Magazine: “I date 
occasionally, but no way am I ready to open 
that door ... My girls say I should go on 
dates, but I also know how I felt when men 
were around when I was little - it didn’t 
feel safe to me, so I’m probably overcau-
tious from those experiences.”

Drew went on to talk about stepping 

away from Hollywood to focus on her 
family - and admits she has no regrets 
about giving up her movie career.

She said: “I was in my early 40s, 
and not learning how to be my own 
healthy, independent individual, 
how to be the parent I dream to be.

“Being other people doesn’t help 
me figure that out right now. And 
the long hours of doing films 
were hours I wouldn’t have 
with my kids. I wasn’t going 
to do that.”

She added of her split from 
Kopelman: “My dream family was 
falling apart and I didn’t know 
how to put one foot in front of the 
other. And I had grown up so fast 
but now I didn’t know what age to 
feel - I just knew that my life was 
heavy, and painful and sad - and I 

sat in that for a while.
“Eventually, thank good-

ness, I lifted myself out of 
it. I had two kids and I 
had to figure it out.”

Dreww previously 
opened up about her 

decision to quit Hol-
lywood in a 2023 

interview with 
the Los Angeles 
Times, insist-
ing she is still 

not ready to come 
back yet.

She told the pub-
lication: “I just need 
to be myself. I strug-
gle to be someone 
else. But I just can’t
