Hailey Bieber found it

Hailey told Vogue Italia:

“It was a huge challenge 
for me, mentally.”

Hailey and Justin’s 
marriage has come under 
scrutiny recently as a re-
sult of the Sorry hitmak-
er’s erratic behaviour but 
she was thankful for her

said: “Suddenly, your 
partner sees you as a 
goddess, a superhero...
