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American actor Hilary 
Duff recently slammed 
irresponsible holiday 

partygoers amid the coronavirus 
pandemic.

According to Fox News, the 
32-year-old star shared a post on 
Instagram wherein she spoke 
about the irresponsible holiday 

partygoers and even seemingly 
poked fun at rapper Kanye West 
in the process.

In the post, Duff shared a 
handful of photos of herself, 
her husband Matthew Koma 
and their year-old daughter 
Banks.

On the caption, the ‘Liz-
zie McGuire’ star said her 
family celebrated the July 

4 (Independence Day 2020 in the 
United States) with two walks, a fam-
ily nap and a drive.

She wrote, “Drove by a raging 
house party on Mulholland. A**holes. 
No masks (of course). Girls in bath-
ing suits and Louboutins waiting 
to get in like a line at a club. After 
Mathew and I told Banks she’s too 
cool to ever need to do that we were  
steaming...”

Duff explained that “California is in 
bad shape” and that “we all want to go 
out freely” without worry.

The ‘Cadet Kelly’ star continued, 
“It really seems like Americans just 
don’t care about each other. Somehow 
this pandemic has turned into a polit-
ical stance between parties... that’s a 
head-scratcher for me.”

“Other countries have come togeth-

er in a beautiful way to con-
tain or be COVID free. It’s 
embarrassing that we are 
worse than ever because 
people need to party 
and Karens won’t wear 
masks!”

The ‘What Goes Up’ 
star made reference to 
“Karen,” a term that has 
come to prominence to 
label a demanding, mid-
dle-aged white woman who 
displays a sense of overbear-
ing entitlement in various 
societal confrontations.

The actor’s statements 
come after several states have 
seen steep spikes in reported 
COVID-19 cases as efforts to re-
open the United States progress.

Dwayne Johnson 
becomes Instagram’s 
highest-paid celebrity

American-Canadian actor Dwayne Johnson 
is Instagram’s highest-paid celebrity.

According to social media marketing firm 
Hopper HQ, the 48-year-old star can charge 
advertisers roughly 1,015,000 USD for a spon-
sored post, reported Fox News.

As of publication, Johnson had 189 million 
followers followed by Kylie Jenner with 183 
million.

Hopper HQ published a list of highest-earn-
ing stars in 2017 after speaking with ce-
lebrities and social media influencers 
to determine how much they were 
being paid, as well as speaking with 
advertisers to estimate how much 
could be charged for a post.

Exact amounts often aren’t 
known due to relative secre-
cy among marketers and 
influencers.

As per the report, 
beauty mogul Jenner 
now sits at number two 
at an estimated 986,000 
USD per post.

Also on this year’s list 
were pro soccer player 
Cristiano Ronaldo - who 
charged about 889,000 
USD per post, and Jenner’s 
sister Kim Kardashian, who 
could charge 858,000 USD. 
American singer Ariana 
Grande rounds out the 
top five, charging about 
853,000 USD.

Italian film composer Ennio Morricone dies aged 91

Ennio Morricone, the Oscar-win-
ning Italian composer whose 

haunting scores to Spaghetti West-
erns like “A Fistful of Dollars” and 
“The Good, the Bad and the Ugly” 
helped define a cinematic era, died 
on Monday. He was 91.

Morricone broke his femur 10 days 
ago and died at dawn in a clinic in 
Rome, his lawyer Giorgio Assumma 
told Reuters.

Outside the clinic, Assumma hand-

ed reporters a death notice written by 
the composer himself, beginning “I, 
Ennio Morricone, am dead.”

In a moving one-page text, 
Morricone thanked his close 
friends and family for their 
companionship, naming 
his children and grand-
children and saying “I hope 
they understand how much I loved  
them.”

He dedicated “the most painful 
goodbye” to his wife Maria Travia, 
whom he married in 1956, saying “to 
her I renew the extraordinary love 
that bound us together and that I am 
sorry to abandon.”
