“I enjoyed [fish and chips] so 
much that right before our pre-
miere last night, we had about 
90 minutes and myself and my 
two friends, all from America, 
we sat down, we ordered fish 

and chips, we had a 
pint, and that got us 
ready for the world 

premiere.”
John - who revealed he went 

for vinegar and a little bit of 
dunking in the tartar sauce” - 
got more of a taste for a chippy 
after the dish plays a role in his 
new movie with Idris Elba.

The Hollywood star also 
opened up on his admiration for 
a “savoury breakfast”, which he 
learned to love during his early 
WWE days.

He added: “All savoury! In 
America, we tend to lean on 
the sweet. It’s all very filling, 
but very sweet. Boy, do I love 
a savoury breakfast! “I’ve been 
a fan of the English breakfast 
for a long time - you gotta re-
member, with WWE, I’ve be-
ing coming over here for 25  
years.”

Although the lines between 
real life and art have been 
blurred with his food prefer-

ences, John insisted that won’t 
be the case after he played the 
President of the United States 
in the new action comedy.

He quipped: “I am 
playing the role of the 
president of the Unit-
ed States. I would 
much rather play the 
role of President of 
the United States 
than BE the Presi-
dent of the United 
States.

Idris Elba has insisted he will 
never watch The Wire.
The 52-year-old actor had 

his breakout US role was crim-
inal Russell ‘Stringer’ Bell on 
the first three seasons of the 
hit HBO drama from 2002 to 

2004, but he has admitted he 
never took the time to tune in 

“as a fan”.
He told Amy Poehler on her Good 

Hang podcast: “If I’m really honest, 
like, I didn’t watch The Wire.

“And I feel bad. It’s not that I’m not 
a fan of it. I was there. I made a show 
that was, you know, was so intense 
and so real, so important. “And even 
though we didn’t realise — I didn’t 
realise the importance of the show 
while making it.

“I didn’t participate in its celebra-
tion as a viewer, as a fan. And so I feel 
a little bit outside of the club.”

Amy asked if he could start watch-
ing now, two decades, later, but he 
replied: “No, man.”

The Heads of State actor ad-

mitted that after his character 
was killed off, he wasn’t able to 
see the show in the same  
way.

He explained: “It’s more that I 
feel the presence of it all, my life since 
The Wire… In terms of its impact.

“So to me, it was almost a bit like 
I was Stringer Bell. I’m not Stringer 
Bell, but I also feel like when Stringer 
Bell died, there was a part of me that 
died with that character.

“It’s weird for me to go back and 
watch it.”

Representatives for the for-
mer couple finally confirmed 
their split after weeks of spec-
ulation, insisting that Katy, 40, 
and Orlando, 48, will “con-
tinue to be seen together as a 
family” as they focus on their 
daughter Daisy, four.

Their reps told Us Weekly 
in a joint statement: “Orlando 
and Katy have been shifting 
their relationship over the 
past many months to focus on 
coparenting. They will con-
tinue to be seen together as a 
family, as their shared priority 
is - and always will be - raising 
their daughter 
with love, 
stabili-
ty and 
mutu-
al re-

spect.”
Katy and Orlando are be-

lieved to have called off their 
engagement last month, after 
almost 10 years of dating.

A source previously told Us 
Weekly: “Katy and Orlando 
have split but are amicable. 
It’s not contentious at the mo-
ment. Katy is of course upset 
but is relieved to not have to 
go through another divorce, 
as that was the worst time in 
her life.”

The pair got engaged in 2019 
and welcomed Daisy 
in 2020 and it is 
believed that they 
are determined to 
keep things am-
icable for Daisy.

The insider 
said: “They are 
still very much 
in touch.
