Johnny Depp refuses to “hold” 
onto “hate” following his bitter 

court battle with his ex-wife Amber 
Heard.

The Pirates of the Caribbean ac-
tor split from Heard in 2016 and his 
career went into freefall when she 
later wrote an op-ed about being 
a victim of domestic abuse, which 
led to a lengthy court battle after 
he sued her for defamation, but he 
insisted he’s not holding a grudge.

Depp told The Telegraph news-
paper: “This sounds like horses*** 
but one can simply hold hate [until 

it] inspires some spe-
cies of malice in your 

skull.
“Ma ke s  yo u 

t h i n k  o f  r e -
venge. But hat-
ing someone is 

a great big responsibility to hang 
on to.

“The real truth of it, that I won’t 
allow, is that in order for me to hate, 
I have to care first. And I don’t care. 
What should I care about? That 
I got done wrong to [by others]? 
Plenty of people get done wrong.”

When asked why he took his 
grievances to court, Depp insisted 
he didn’t want “a lie” to do be the 
“deciding factor of whether or not I 
have the capability of making mov-
ies in Hollywood.”

Depp went on to insist he’s 
learned a lot from the last few years 
and is determined to move on with 
his life.

He added: “Going through all 
that in real time amounted to sev-
en or eight years,” he says. “It was 
a harsh, painful internal journey. 
Would I rather not have gone 
through something like that? Ab-

solutely. But I learnt 
far more than I ever 
dreamed I could.”

Depp previous-
ly described the 
years he was side-
lined from Holly-
wood because of 
his legal troubles 
as being left in 
the “wilder-
ness” but he 
doesn’t hold 
any “ill feelings” 
towards anyone.

He  t o l d  t h e 
Hollywood Re-
porter: “It was a 
vast wilderness 
and ultimately 
that vast wilder-
ness taught me a 
whole lot.”

in San Antonio, Texas to help 
victims of the flash floods 
which have devastated the 
state.

The pop star, 48, per-
formed at the city’s Alam-
odome venue on Saturday 
night as part of her Las Mu-
jeres Ya No Lloran World 
Tour and she promised to 
give a portion of the profits 
to a charity helping those im-
pacted by the disaster, which 
has killed at least 82 people.

In a post on X, Shakira 
wrote: “Dear San Antonio, 
Our hearts and prayers are 
with those affected by the 
flood in Central Texas,.

“We are donating a por-
tion of tonight’s show 
proceeds to Catholic 
Charities of San 
Antonio, who are 
providing dis-
aster relief to 
the families 
impacted.

S h a k i r a 
added a link 
to fundrais-
ing drive op-
erated by the 
Catholic Chari-
ties organisation, 
which aims to “de-
liver emergency 
supplies, includ-
ing bottled water, 

blankets, clothing, and hy-
giene kits to areas impacted 
by catastrophic flooding”.

The floods devastated Kerr 
County on Friday (04.07.25) 
after heavy rained caused 
the banks of the Guadalupe 
River to burst.

The death toll has risen 
to 82 and 41 people are still 
listed as missing, including 
10 young girls who were at-
tending a Christian summer 
camp.

US Pres ident  Donald 
Trump addressed the dis-
aster in a post on his Truth 
Social platform, writing: 
“[First Lady] Melania and I 
are praying for all of the fam-

ilies impacted 
by this hor-

edy.

Charlize Theron ‘is a rare commodity in Hollywood’

Henry Golding thinks 
Charlize Theron is a “rare 

commodity in Hollywood”.
The 38-year-old actor stars 

alongside the Oscar-winning 
actress in The Old Guard 2, 
and Henry has lavished praise 
on his co-star, observing that 
Charlize is one of the most pro-
fessional people he’s worked 
with.

Speaking to People, Henry 
explained: “You know what it 
is? She leads from the front. 
She’s like a rare commodity in 
Hollywood.

“She is the female counterpart to a 
Tom Cruise. She’s the producer. She’s 
on set first thing in the morning, last 
at night, and she’s creating what she 
wants and she’s in there with the 
action. She’s in there with the cho-
reography.”

Henry believes that Charlize and 
Tom are unique figures in the movie 
business.

He said: “She and Tom Cruise are 
some of the last of the movie stars.”

Meanwhile, Charlize recently re-
vealed that her children are unim-
pressed by her acting career.

The 49-year-old movie star is one 
of the best-known actresses in Holly-
wood - but Charlize’s kids are under-

whelmed by her achievements.
During an appearance on Jimmy 

Kimmel Live!, Charlize quipped: “My 
children have zero respect for me.

“It’s just unbelievable, I feel like 
I’m pretty humble, 
but every once in 
a while I’m like 
‘there’s an Oscar 
right there.’ They 
are so not  im-
pressed with me.”

Charlize noted 
that one of her 
kids is more im-
pressed by Tom 
and his action 
movies.

Scarlett Johansson was enthusiastically supported by twin

Scarlett Johansson has revealed 
that her twin brother Hunter 

was her most enthusiastic sup-
porter at the premiere of Jurassic 
World Rebirth.

The 40-year-old actress leads 
the cast of the new movie as Zora 
Bennett and admits that her twin 
sibling was the “loudest audience 

member” at the event in New 
York because he is such a big fan 
of the dinosaur franchise.

In an interview with E! News, 
Scarlett said: “He was the loudest 
audience member. I knew that 
that would be the case because he 
loves Jurassic so much and was 
like, there for it.”

She added: “He would’ve been 
there either way because he’s a 

fan and the movie is so explosive. 
He was literally orchestrating the 
John Williams music and was just 
like, so loud.”

Scarlett admits that her watch-
ing the film with her twin brother 
was particularly special as they 
had both loved the original 1993 
flick Jurassic Park together as 
children.

The Jojo Rabbit star said: “That 

was really fun because we saw the 
movie together when we were 
nine or 10 in the theatre, and here 
we are in this full circle moment. 
It’s kind of crazy.”

Johansson realised a childhood 
dream by starring in the movie 
and has vivid memories of her 
first day on the set of the film.

She recalled: “Even our first 
day at work, we landed in Krabi, 

Thailand, took a car to a boat 
to another car to another boat 
to this remote island we were 
shooting on.

“By the time we got down to this 
little jungle path to the beach, 
you’re like, ‘Oh my god, it’s re-
ally Jurassic Park out here!’ 
It’s just so embedded in my  
memory.”
