
Dias Yerengaipov faces Ismail Khan in high-
stakes flyweight clash at BRAVE CF 105
Manama

BRAVE Combat Federation™ 
(BRAVE CF), the world’s 
fastest-growing and most 

global mixed martial arts or-
ganization, is set to deliver a 
pivotal clash in its talent-rich 
flyweight division as hometown 
hero Dias “Son of the Steppes” 
Yerengaipov faces Pakistan’s Is-
mail “The Volcano” Khan in the 
co-main event of BRAVE CF 105, 
scheduled for Sunday, May 31, at 
the Baluan Sholak Sports Palace 
in Almaty, Kazakhstan.

With both men firmly po-
sitioned among the division’s 
elite, the three-round encounter 
could have major implications in 
the race toward reigning BRAVE 
CF Flyweight World Champi-
on Muhammad “The Punisher” 
Mokaev. 

D i a s  Ye r e n g a i p o v,  N o. 
1-Ranked Flyweight Contender, 
stated: “This is the moment I 
have been working toward my 
entire career. To compete in 
front of my people in Almaty 
with a chance to move one step 
closer to the BRAVE CF Flyweight 
World Championship means 
everything to me. Becoming a 

World Champion has always 
been my dream, and I believe 
this fight can bring me closer 
to making that dream a reality.” 

Ismail Khan, No. 8-Ranked 
Flyweight Contender, stated: “I 
have always believed that if you 
want to prove you are elite, you 
must face the elite. Dias is one 
of the best flyweights in BRAVE 
CF, and this is exactly the kind of 
challenge I want. A victory here 

would strengthen my case for a 
World Title opportunity, and I 
am fully prepared to show that 
I belong among the very best in 
the division.”

 Currently occupying the top 
spot in the promotion’s fly-
weight rankings, Yerengaipov 
owns an impressive 18-3 profes-
sional record, with six knockout 
victories and six via submission. 

The Kazakh standout has en-

joyed a flawless run under the 
BRAVE CF banner, compiling a 
perfect 3-0 slate that includes 
a unanimous decision triumph 
over former BRAVE CF Bantam-
weight World Champion Jose 
“Shorty” Torres at BRAVE CF 95 
in May 2025. 

Yerengaipov enters BRAVE 
CF 105 fresh off a grueling 
130-pound catchweight contest 
against Bairam Shammadov 

at BRAVE CF 101 in November 
2025, where he escaped with a 
razor-close split decision victo-
ry after an intense battle across 
three rounds.

 Awaiting him now is another 
stern challenge in Khan, whose 
professional record stands at 
12-1 with most of his wins com-
ing by way of submission. 

“The Volcano” has rapidly 
emerged as one of BRAVE CF’s 
most feared athletes in the low-
er weight classes, remaining 
undefeated in the organization 
with a spotless 4-0 record while 
submitting three of his last four 
opponents.

 Khan’s latest statement per-
formance came at BRAVE CF 
103 in December 2025, where 
he showcased his finishing in-
stincts once more by forcing 
Rayimbek Tazhibaev to tap with 
a second-round arm-triangle 
choke in a 130-pound catch-
weight showdown. 

With the division’s leading 
contenders continuing to jock-
ey for position behind Mokaev, 
BRAVE CF 105 presents Yerengai-
pov and Khan with a massive op-
portunity to separate themselves 
from the rest of the pack.

Mbappe can show ‘commitment’ to Real Madrid: Arbeloa

Real Madrid coach Alvaro 
Arbeloa called on French 

striker Kylian Mbappe yesterday 
to show “his commitment” to 
the team in the last three match-
es of the season.

Mbappe has faced criticism 
from the club’s own fans in re-
cent weeks, in part for going on 
holiday to Sardinia during his 
recovery from a thigh injury.

The forward missed Madrid’s 
Clasico defeat by Barcelona on 
Sunday which confirmed the 
Catalan giants as La Liga cham-
pions for a second season run-
ning and ensured Los Blancos 
finish the season empty-handed.

“If he’s there and can com-
plete the training session and 
is available, then he’ll definite-
ly get some minutes... and the 
chance in these three games to 
keep showing the commitment 

he has to the club,” Arbeloa told 
reporters.

The Spanish coach said he 
hopes top scorer Mbappe can 
play and keep “scoring goals, 
showing, as I’ve said, the com-
mitment he has to Real Madrid 
and that, as a coach but above 
all as a Madridista, is what I’d 
like to see”.

Arbeloa said he believes 
France captain Mbappe has 
given 100 percent to the team, 

ahead of Thursday’s La Liga 
match against relegated  Real 
Oviedo. Mbappe is likely to be 
the target of whistles from Ma-
drid supporters at the Santiago 
Bernabeu.

“All my players (have), I 
couldn’t think otherwise, I 
couldn’t believe that a Real Ma-
drid player doesn’t give abso-
lutely everything he has for the 
club, because then he wouldn’t 
know where he is,” said Arbeloa.

Bahrain face tough Asian handball draws

Bahrain have been drawn into Group 
A of the 19th Asian Men’s Junior 

(U21) Handball Championship, following 
the official announcement by the Asian 
Handball Federation. The tournament 
will be held in Chuzhou, China, from 
July 15 to 26, and will also double as qual-
ification for the 2027 IHF Men’s Junior 
World Championship in North Mace-
donia, with the top four teams securing 
places at the global event.

A total of 13 teams will compete, in-
cluding strong contenders such as Japan, 
Iran, Qatar, Republic of Korea, Saudi 
Arabia, and hosts China. 

Bahrain’s inclusion in Pot 1 alongside 
China, Japan, and South Korea reflects 
their strong regional standing after re-
cent performances, including a third-
place finish in the previous edition held 
in Jordan in 2024. Japan won that tour-
nament, with South Korea finishing run-
ners-up.

The official draw for both the U21 and 
U19 Asian Championships took place in 
Almaty, Kazakhstan, at the Hotel Royal 
Tulip, in the presence of Asian Handball 
Federation President Mr. Bader Moham-
med Al-Theyab and representatives of 
participating nations.

In the U21 competition, Bahrain have 
been placed in Group A alongside hosts 
China, Saudi Arabia, Oman, Chinese 
Taipei, and Hong Kong-China. Group 
B features a highly competitive field in-
cluding Japan, Republic of Korea, Iran, 
Kuwait, Qatar, India, and the United 
Arab Emirates.

Looking ahead to the tournament, 
Bahrain’s junior team has already begun 

preparations under head coach Husam 
Madan and assistant coach Jaafar Ab-

dulqadir. The 26-player squad has been 
selected from clubs across the Kingdom, 

bringing together a wide pool of talent 
from Bahrain’s domestic league.

The squad features players from 
several clubs. From Al Ahli are Meh-
di Jaffar, Ahmed Eid, and Mohammed 
Tarada. Al Ettifaq contributes Moham-
med Haitham, Ali Fayed, Ali Mahdi, and 
Mohammed Zuhair. Al Shabab is repre-
sented by Hussain Al Zaimoor, while Al 
Tadamun includes Hassan Khatam. 

From Al Dair come Fadhel Abbas, Mo-
hammed Jaffer, Mohammed Isa, and 
Wadee Hilal. Barbar provides Haider 
Mohammed, Mahmood Jalil, Salman Al 
Showaikh, Sayed Majid Al Muhafdha, 
Qassim Sabt, and Ahmed Abdullah. Fi-
nally, Tubli is represented by Moham-
med Shamlooh, Jassim Mohammed, and 
Sayed Ahmed Al Falahi, while Samaheej 
contributes Abudhir Jaffar, Ali Sami, Ab-
bas Hussain, and Ahmed Al Samaheeji.

As part of their build-up, the team 
recently completed a week-long train-
ing camp in Doha, hosted by the Qatar 
Handball Association, featuring friendly 
matches aimed at improving tactical 
sharpness and cohesion ahead of the 
competition.

Attention will later turn to the 11th 
Asian Men’s Youth (U19) Handball 
Championship, scheduled to take place 
in Andijan, Uzbekistan, from August 10 
to 21. Like the U21 event, it will serve 
as qualification for the 2027 IHF Men’s 
Youth World Championship.

In the U19 draw, Bahrain have been 
placed in Group B alongside Japan, Ku-
wait, Qatar, the United Arab Emirates, 
and Hong Kong-China, while Group A 
consists of Uzbekistan, Saudi Arabia, 
Iran, Chinese Taipei, and China.
