dience for parts of the show 
because Katy believes it holds 
universal appeal to all ages.

She told E! News’ ‘Daily 
Pop’: “She has seen, like, the 
first act and a little bit 
of the second act—I 
think there’s like 
five or six acts—
so, one day she’ll 
see the whole 
thing. But 
s h e 
l o v e d 
i t  s o 
m u c h . 
S h e  w a s 
d a n c i n g 
in the au-
dience and 
just being, 
you know, her 
joyful self.

“I see six 
year olds in 
the audi-
ence. I see 

people that are 8 to 80, and it 
just really makes my heart very 
happy to know that families 
are coming out, because that’s 
what I’m looking for. I’m look-

ing to bring my family.
“We gotta cover 11, got-

ta cover two, gotta cover 
45, 37. So, I feel like this 
show is that, and it’s a 
great little, joyful bit of 

escapism.”

Billie Eilish halts gig after fans 
start ‘fainting from heat’

Billie Eilish halted her con-
cert at The O2 to check on 
fans who were allegedly 

fainting from the heat.
The ‘Therefore I Am’ hitmaker 

noticed something wasn’t right 
and gave everyone a breather 
and made sure gig-goers were 
safe before carrying on with her 
set at the London arena on Sat-
urday night (11.06.22).

She asked: “Are you all ok?”
She went on: “People were 

fainting and getting pulled out. 
It’s hot, I know.”

The show was paused for a 
few minutes before resuming.

She then said: “Take a step 

back, give everybody some 
space.”

The Grammy winner told her 
fans to make sure they look out 
for one another and tell some-
one if they feel unwell.

She said: “If someone looks a 
little woozy, just tell someone 

… Don’t try to save feel-
ings.”

Thanking the security 
and staff at the venue, 
she said: “I appreci-
ate you.”

B i l l i e  h a s 
paused a couple 
of her concerts 
to check on the 
safety of her au-
diences lately.

The 20-year-
old singer was 
p e r f o r m i n g 
a t  M a d i s o n 
Square Garden 
in New York 
City in Febru-
ary when she 

urged the crowd to “sit 
down” if they needed to, 
and take a moment to 
compose themselves.

In footage shared by 
TMZ, she said: “If 

you want to  sit 
down, you are al-
lowed. Go ahead, 
sit down, take a 
breath.”

In the video, 
she also asked 
fans at the front 
to “take a step 
back and give 
e v e r y b o d y 
s o m e  r o o m 
down here”.

T h e  i n c i -

dent came after Billie stopped 
her show at the State Farm Are-
na in Atlanta, Georgia earlier 
that month when she spotted 
an audience member struggling 
to breathe and appealed to her 
crew to get an inhaler for the 
female fan.

After the audience member 
was helped and Billie resumed 
the show, she said: “I wait for 
people to be OK until I keep go-
ing.”

The remark was seen as a diss 
at Travis, who continued per-
forming at his Astroworld fes-
tival in November when people 
were being crushed in a crowd 
surge that left hundreds injured 
and 10 dead.

ID-19 a second time.
The 53-year-old actor - 

who is currently starring 
as Professor Harold Hill in 
‘The Music Man’ on Broad-
way - will be replaced by 
his standby Max Clayton 
in all performances of Mer-
edith Willson’s musical 
comedy from June 14 to 21 
after testing positive one 
day after appearing at the 
Tony Awards on Sunday 
(12.06.22).

In an Instagram post, 
Hugh wrote: “I’ve frus-
tratingly tested positive for 
Covid. Again. My standby, 
the amazingly talented @
maxmclayton will step in 
for me.

“What’s most annoying is 
I don’t get to see him per-
form!

“I’ve said it before, and 
will say it a million times 
more … Maxi and all the 
standbys, swings and 
understudies around 
the world, you are the 
true heroes of theater.

“You give life to 
the saying ‘the 
show must go 
on.’ “

Taylor Swift wants to write 
and direct her own fea-

ture film.
The 32-year-old singer took 

a step from directing her 
own music videos to craft 
‘All Too Well: The Short Film’ 
- a 13-minute promo for the 
extended version of her 
song of the same name, 
which stars Sadie Sink 
and Dylan O’Brien - and 
she now wants to take her 
filmmaking career even 
further.

She said: “It would be 
so fantastic to write and 
direct a feature.

“I don’t see it be-
ing bigger in terms of 
scale. I loved mak-
ing a film that was 
so intimate with a 
crew that was rela-
tively small, just a 
really solid group 
of people that I 
trusted.”

During a screen-
ing of her short in 
New York City as 
part of the Tribeca 

Festival, the ‘Love Sto-
ry’ hitmaker reflected 
on her journey from 
“meddling” in her mu-
sic videos to directing 

the 2019 promo for 
‘The Man’.

She told film-
maker Mike Mills: 
“I was always very 
curious. I was al-

ways looking, 
and learning, 
a n d  t r y i n g 
to absorb as 
much as I pos-
sibly could.
