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Sinner, Djokovic kept apart in French Open draw

Jannik Sinner and Novak 
Djokovic will not be able to 

meet until the French Open fi-
nal after the pair were placed 
in opposite halves of the men’s 
draw yesterday, while Coco 
Gauff could face Aryna Sabalen-
ka in the women’s semis.

Sinner, the red-hot men’s title 
favourite in the absence of in-
jured rival Carlos Alcaraz, will 
start his bid for a maiden Roland 
Garros crown against French 

wildcard Clement Tabur, the 
world number 165.

Women’s world number one 

Sabalenka faces a tough po-
tential road to the final, with 
Naomi Osaka, Victoria Mboko 
and reigning champion Gauff 
all potential hurdles for the Be-
larusian.

The build-up to the event, 
which gets under way on Sun-
day, has been overshadowed by 
threats from players to boycott 
some of their media duties over 
a pay dispute with Grand Slam 
tournament organisers.

“We are not going to budge,” 
tournament director Amelie 

Mauresmo told reporters at the 
draw in Paris, adding she was 
a “little saddened” by the sit-
uation.

“We have prize money that 
has doubled in 10 years, and 
has also increased significantly 
recently.”

World number one Sinner is 
slated to meet big-hitting Amer-
ican fifth seed Ben Shelton in 
the quarter-finals.

Daniil Medvedev is a possi-
ble semi-final opponent for the 
Italian.

Emery urges Villa to use Europa 
triumph to fuel bold new era

Unai Emery urged Aston 
Villa to use their historic 

Europa League final triumph 
against Freiburg as the founda-
tion for an “ambitious” new era.

Emery’s side ended the club’s 
30-year trophy drought with a 
stylish 3-0 win in Istanbul on 
Wednesday.

Spectacular first-half goals 
from  Youri Tielemans  and 
Emiliano Buendia put Villa in 
control before  Morgan Rog-
ers netted after the interval to 
kill off outclassed Freiburg.

Villa’s first trophy since the 
1996 League Cup was also their 
first major European prize in 
44 years.

After long spells in the dol-
drums prior to Emery’s arriv-
al to replace the sacked Steven 
Gerrard in 2022, Villa are back 
among the elite both in the Pre-
mier League and Europe.

They have qualified for next 
season’s Champions League and 
Emery called on his players and 
the club’s hierarchy to match his 
desire to keep Villa in conten-
tion for silverware.

“I am myself ambitious and 
of course I need support. The 
owners, everyone that works 

in the club. Development is 
everything,” he said.

“The players are following us. 
We are doing it together. But we 
must try to set this ambition, 
being clear and realistic. As a 
team, ambitious and improving. 
This is our next step.

“We are getting stronger but 
we are trying to be demand-
ing. Next year we will play in 
Champions League and the 

Premier League is the most dif-
ficult in the world. This is the  
challenge.”

Emery has now won the Eu-
ropa League five times after 
leading Sevilla to the trophy 
three times and clinching it 
once with Villarreal.

“It’s fantastic. Europe gave 
us a lot. For myself as well. I’m 
always very grateful for Europe. 
For every competition but espe-

cially the Europa League,” the 
Spaniard said.

“The support I had with Va-
lencia, with Sevilla, with Villar-
real and here at Villa. We played 
it in a very serious way this year, 
so focused. Getting this trophy 
adds experience for us. And 
those experiences for the play-
ers are important. Because we 
can play next year trying as well 
to be in contention for trophies.”
