Jennifer Aniston “fought” 
to wear a wig in Horrible 

Bosses.
The 56-year-old actress 

played the flirtatious Dr. Ju-
lia Harris in the 2011 come-
dy movie, and Jennifer has 
revealed that her brunette 
wig was a point of contention 
before the cameras started 
rolling.

The Hollywood star told 
Vanity Fair: “I fought for that 

wig, by the way. That was not an 
easy battle.

“I wanted her to look different. 
And the argument from the studio 
— I’m sorry to call you out — was 
that, ‘We’re just afraid it won’t 
look like you.’ And I said, ‘That’s 
kind of the point.’”

Jennifer - who starred in the 
movie alongside the likes of Jason 
Bateman, Jason Sudeikis, Kevin 
Spacey, Colin Farrell and Jamie 
Foxx - doesn’t have any regrets 
about the wig.

The actress said:  “I  just 

still think it might look a lit-
tle bit like me, but I’m glad I 
fought for it, and I stuck to my  
guns.”

Jennifer is best known for 
playing Rachel Green in Friends. 
However, she relished the chal-
lenge of playing the flirty dentist 
in Horrible Bosses, noting that 
her character was “so far away” 
from her real-life self.

She said: “I think I was always 
seen as the girl next door, the 
ingenue.

“It was fairly fun to play some-

body like this, because it’s so far 
away from anything that I am. 
And I think that’s what the direc-
tor liked, was that, ‘Oh, this is so 
not what we would expect from 
this gal’.

“That was the fun of it, though. 
I think that’s what made it more 
creatively exciting for me, obvi-
ously. I remember when I read 
this script, I was pretty excited 
about it.”

Jennifer’s distinctive haircut 
in Friends - which was known 
simply as The Rachel - proved to 

be hugely influential in the 90s. 
However, the actress previously 
admitted that she wasn’t a fan of 
the style.

She told Marie Clare magazine 
in 2013: “The Rachel was ... hor-
rible and ... high maintenance.”

Jennifer also joked that she felt 
frustrated with her hairstylist 
Chris McMillan at the time.

The actress likened maintain-
ing the style to undergoing “sur-
gery”.

She quipped: “I’d curse Chris 
every time I had to blow-dry.”

Leonardo DiCaprio ‘has a 
desire to be more honest’

Leonardo DiCaprio 
is keen to be “more 

honest” after turning 
50.

The Hollywood star 
celebrated his landmark 
birthday in November 
2024, and he admits that 

it’s prompted a change 
in attitude.

Speaking to Es-
quire UK, the mov-

ie star explained: 
“It [turning 50] 

creates a feel-
ing like you 
have a de-
sire to just 
b e  m o r e 

honest and not waste your time.
“I can only imagine how the next 

few decades are going to progress. 
I look at my mother, for example, 
and she just says exactly what 
she thinks and wastes no time. 
She spends no time trying to fake  
it.”

DiCaprio is determined to not 
waste any time moving forwards. 
Despite this, the actor acknowl-
edges that he risks “having things 
fall apart” because of his honest 
approach.

He said: “Being more upfront and 
risking having things fall apart or 
risking the disagreements or risk-
ing going your separate ways from 
any type of relationship in life — the 
personal, the professional — it’s 
that you don’t want to waste your 
time any more. You have to just be 

much more upfront. It’s almost a 
responsibility, because much more 
of your life is behind you than it is 
ahead of you.”

DiCaprio has enjoyed a hugely 
successful career in Hollywood, 
starring movies such as Titanic, 
The Aviator, The Departed, and 
The Revenant. But the actor also 
strives to strike a healthy work-life 
balance.

He said: “I think I’m good at it 
because I take a lot of time off be-
tween films.

“I do things more sparing-
ly, which means you’re anxious 
to get back to your real life once 
you’ve finished filming. Life goes 
on hold when you’re filming. 
Everything stops and gets put 
on the back burner in your real  
life.”

Bella Thorne proposed to

The 27-year-old actress first 
met the 45-year-old produc-
er at Cara Delevingne’s 2022 
birthday party on a beach in 
Ibiza and he proposed the fol-
lowing year, with Bella now 
following that up with a pro-
posal of her own.

Bella shared the special mo-
ment on Instagram and wrote: 
“3 years ago we met, 1 year 
later he proposed, Now 1 year 
later so did I (sic).”

However, fans admitted to 
being “confused” by the video, 
with one person writing: “If 
he already proposed why did 
you do it lol I’m confused,” 
but another person defended 
Bella, writing, “I don’t under-
stand why everyone’s hating.
