Kanoo experience, diverse team ‘key’ to Chamber future

Yousuf Salahuddin, a candi-

Among the key proposals 
presented was the develop-
ment of an integrated digital 
payment system, encouraging 
the widespread use of elec-
tronic payment solutions and 
digital wallets across all shops 
in the market.

The move aims to streamline 

transactions and enhance con-
venience for both residents and 
tourists.

Alalawi also proposed the 
launch of a “Digital Muharraq” 
platform — an online market-
place that would enable ven-
dors to showcase and sell their 
products beyond the physical 
boundaries of the historic souq, 
opening new commercial op-
portunities.
