Mr Modi will address a gathering  
of Indian expatriates today

Narendra Modi is expected to 
reach the Kingdom by 3pm today 
after which he will address the 
Indian community at the Nation-
al Stadium in Isa Town.

for the event. 
Gates at the venue in Isa Town 

will close for entry at 5pm today.

Bahrain Public Transport com-
pany will arrange shuttle servic-
es from Isa Town to the National 
Stadium for the Indian Prime 
Minister’s visit today. 

Buses will run from Isa Town 
every 10 minutes to the stadium 
and will return from the Stadium 

back to Isa Town Terminal after 
the event.  

Attendees are requested not 
to bring electronic equipment 
except mobile phones. 

They have been advised not 
to bring eatables, bag, big purse, 
stroller, umbrella etc. 

Entry to the venue will be from 
3pm onwards. 

Indian and Bahraini  f lags 
could be seen across the King-
dom, highlighting the deep bi-
lateral ties shared between both 
nations.
