Rocky told America’s GQ 
magazine: “My kids are still in 

the stage where they like 
childish, musical, kid-
die kind of sounds. Re-
member, keep in mind, 
they’re only like three 
and two, so they don’t 
even understand stuff 
that I’m doing yet. They 
didn’t really develop the 
understanding for it yet.

“Give it like a year or 

two, they’ll be up in my busi-
ness.

But right now, they’re kind of 
too young to understand that...

“They don’t request their par-
ents’ music. They can’t even 
develop the concept of having 
famous parents at this moment.

“Their little brains are still 
developing, so whenever they’re 
ready, they can listen to my mu-
sic. I need them to know Dad is 
a rockstar, Mommy’s a rockstar. 
It’s okay.”

Rihanna and Rocky are ex-
pecting their third child and 
they have both hinted that 
they are having a girl - and the 
36-year-old rapper admitted 
his partner’s pregnancy has 
been “so differ-
ent” this time  
around.

Tom Holland suffers ‘mild concussion’ after horror Spider-Man: Brand New Day set injury

Tom Holland suffered 
a “mild concussion” 

following an accident on 
the UK set of Spider-Man: 
Brand New Day.

T h e  D a i l y  M a i l 
newspaper reports 
the 29-year-old ac-
tor “cracked his head 
after suffering a fall 
on set at Leavesden 
Studios in Watford”, 
North West London, 
on Friday.

An East of England Ambulance 
Service spokesman told The Sun 
newspaper: “We were called at 
10.30am on Friday to attend to 
a patient who had sustained an 
injury at Leavesden Studios in 
Watford.

“An ambulance was sent to the 
scene, and the patient was trans-
ported to hospital for further care.”

The Daily Mail reports Holland’s 
58-year-old dad Dominic - who 
attended a charity dinner in May-
fair, London, on Sunday - said the 
actor would be away from filming 
Spider-Man: Brand New Day “for a 

while”.
The Sun also stated a “woman, 

thought to be a stunt double,” was 
also driven to hospital by ambu-

lance.
Holland - who plays the titular 

superhero character - will take 
a break from filming for “several 
days”, The Hollywood Reporter 
claims.

The publication also reports that 
bosses at Sony - which is co-pro-
ducing the £150 million movie 
with Marvel Studios - will “meet 
on Monday to decide how to move 
forward with the production”.

Spider-Man: Brand New Day - 
which is slated to hit screens on 
July 31, 2026 - will see Holland 
become a “proper Spider-Man”.

Marvel Studios boss Kevin 
Feige, 52, recently said Hol-
land’s Wall-Crawler will be his 
own fully-f ledged superhe-
ro by Spider-Man: Brand New  
Day.

Speaking at a roundtable in-
terview for The Fantastic Four: 
First Steps, Feige said: “I think 
there’s a promise at the end of No 
Way Home, that for as sad as it is 
that Peter is forgotten by every-
one in his life, we are seeing for 
the first time in the Tom Holland 
Spider-Man stories, him being a 
proper Spider-Man.
