a lifetime achievement award at the 
San Sebastian Film Festival in Spain 
next month, organisers said.

“Donostia” award at the festival,

The festival described Lawrence as 

“one of the most influential actors of 
our time” in announcing the award.

The new movie, which Lawrence 
also produced, will be shown on 
September 26, the same day as she 
receives the award.

The Spanish festival, which runs 

from September 19 to 27, 
will also give a lifetime 
achievement award to 
Esther Garcia, a pro-
ducer closely linked 
to many of the films 
of Pedro Almodovar 
and other top Spanish 
directors.

I could not allow her to have 
the ideal pregnancy that almost 
every woman gets to have and 
enjoy.”

Pete admitted he and Elsie 
“held off as long as we could” 
before announcing they were 
expecting a baby.

The Bupkis star recently 
claimed that his impending fa-
therhood has given him a new 
perspective on life.

He told People magazine: 
“I’m just excited to take care 

of the little one. The second I 
found out the news, I was like, 
‘Oh wow, what I do is just a  
job.’

“I realised I was kind of bas-
ing my happiness on work, 
which is ridiculously unhealthy. 
So it gave me this weird sense 
of calmness, where this is just 
a job and now I have someone 
to do it for.”

The King of Staten Island 
actor is already looking for-
ward to his child enjoying 

playdates with four-month-
old Saga, the daughter of his 
friend Machine Gun Kelly 
and his former partner Megan  
Fox.

He said: “We’re going to 
have awesome play dates. Yeah, 
that’s [going to be] a cool play 
date.”

And Pete has never been 
more excited for anything than 
he is for fatherhood.

He said: “I’m stoked. I can’t 
wait. Let’s go.”

New era: Taylor Swift and Travis 
Kelce announce engagement

Pop superstar Taylor Swift 
and American football play-

er Travis Kelce announced their 
engagement on Tuesday, set-
ting the stage for a high-profile 
wedding for one of the world’s 
biggest celebrity couples.

A joint post on their Insta-
gram pages showed pictures 
of Kelce down on one knee 
making his marriage proposal 
in a flower-laden garden, and 
then Swift displaying a large 
diamond ring.

“Your English teacher and 
gym teacher are getting mar-
ried,” the pair, both aged 35, 
joked in a caption.

The couple first went pub-
lic with their relationship in 
2023, and their love story has 
been broadcast on some of the 
world’s biggest stages. The pair 
have appeared together at her 
hugely popular concerts and at 
his NFL games playing for the 
Kansas City Chiefs.

US President Donald Trump 
was among the first to publicly 
congratulate the star couple, 
despite earlier bad blood with 
Swift over her endorsement of 
his opponent Kamala Harris in 

last year’s US election.
“I wish them a lot of luck,” 

he told reporters at a cabinet 
meeting, when asked about the 
engagement.

Celebrities flocked to con-
gratulate the pair, including 

from the worlds of music and 
sport.

“Awww huge congratula-
tions,” wrote singer Avril Lavi-
gne, on Instagram.

“Two of the most genuine 
people meet and fall in love. 

Just so happy for these two,” 
wrote Brittany Mahomes, 
the wife of Kelce’s quar-
terback teammate Patrick  
Mahomes.

Last year, Swift closed her 
acclaimed $2 billion Eras tour 
that shattered records and 
made her the world’s leading 
music star as she performed 
149 three-hour shows around 
the globe.

Tickets sold for exorbitant 
prices and drew in millions of 
fans, with many who didn’t get 
in willing to sing along outside 
venues.

Swifties -- as her fans are 
known -- are anxiously waiting 
for her twelfth studio album 
“The Life of a Showgirl,” to be 
released on October 3.
