Jamie Lee Curtis has been 
“prepping to get out” of 

Hollywood.
The 66-year-old actress has 

confessed she worries about 
being cast aside by the movie 
industry in her later years just 
like her famous parents Janet 
Leigh and Tony Curtis so she’s 
made sure she’s got a retire-
ment plan in place so she can 
“eave the party before I’m no 
longer invited”.

She told the Guardian news-
paper: “I witnessed my par-
ents lose the very thing that 
gave them their fame and their 
life and their livelihood, when 
the industry rejected them at a 
certain age.

“I watched them reach 
incredible success and then 
have it slowly erode to where 
it was gone. And that’s very 
painful.”

She added of her plan: “I 
have been self-retiring for 
30 years. I have been prep-
ping to get out, so that I 
don’t have to suffer the same 
as my family did. I want to 
leave the party before I’m no 
longer invited.”

Curtis went on 
voice her oppo-
sition to famous 
wo m e n  u s i n g 
cosmetic  sur-
gery, filters and 
AI in a bid to hang 
on to their youth-
ful appearance.

She told the pub-
lication: “I believe 
that we have wiped 
out a generation or 
two of natural human 
[appearance]. The 
concept that you 
c a n  a l t e r  t h e 
way you look 

through chemicals, surgical 
procedures, fillers – there’s a 
disfigurement of generations 
of predominantly women who 
are altering their appearances.

“And it is aided and abetted 
by AI, because now the filter 
face is what people want. I’m 
not filtered right now.

“The minute I lay a filter on 
and you see the before and af-
ter, it’s hard not to go: ‘Oh, well 
that looks better.’ But what’s 
better? Better is fake. And 
there are too many examples 
- I will not name them - but 
very recently we have had a 
big onslaught through media, 
many of those people.”

Curtis previously admitted 
she’s actually a lot like her ac-
tress mother Janet, who died 

in 2004, aged 77, but 
she believes

Pete Davidson risked 
“real damage” to his 
eye filming The Home 
xThe 31-year-old star was 

shocked to discover that 
one particular scene in his 
new horror movie, which 

entailed a needle being held 
above his peeper while it 
was held open, wouldn’t be 
done using CGI - and grew 
even more worried when he 
arrived on set for filming to 

see a team of three doctors look-
ing “a little concerned”.

Speaking on The Tonight 
Show Starring Jimmy Fallon, 
he said: “Obviously, I read the 
script and was just like, ‘That 
won’t be my eye. This is the 
movies. It’ll be a CGI eye.’ You 
can bring people back from the 
dead and put them in a movie. 
That’s not my eye.”

Of seeing the doctors on set, 
he added: “I’m like, ‘What’s go-
ing on?’ And my buddy James 
[DeMonaco], who directed it, 
he’s like, ‘Yeah, well. They’re 

here for your eye.’
“And I was like, ‘What do you 

mean?’ He goes, ‘Well, you know, 
today’s that scene.’ I go, ‘I know, 
but what do you mean?’ He’s 
like, ‘Well, it’s going to be your 
eye.’

“He goes, ‘You have very rec-
ognisable eyes.’ I go, ‘What the 
hell are you talking about? No I 
don’t. My eyes are normal, sir.’ “

Pete tried unsuccessfully to 
argue that no one would expect 
it to be his eye in the scene but 
ultimately found himself with 
it being held open in a way he 

compared to A Clockwork Or-
ange.

He continued: “They open my 
eye or whatever, and it’s all... It’s 
all jacked up. And there’s these 
three doctors on the side, and 
then this actor was messing up 
his lines. And I was like, ‘Come 
on, dude.’ “

And while they filmed, Pete 
heard a doctor warn the direc-
tor: “Yeah, about 30 more sec-
onds, there’s going to be some 
real damage.”

He continued: “So I take the 
thing off. I’m like, you know, 

squirting it with water and stuff, 
I’m like, ‘What the hell just hap-
pened?’

“Then we’re watching it in 
video village, and the director 
goes, ‘Yeah, it didn’t have to be 
your eyes.’ I was like, ‘Dude...’ “

Despite his struggles with 
the scene, the former Saturday 
Night Live star relished the 
chance to do “just a straight 
horror movie”.

He added: “I had a really 
good time, and it was 

just weird. It’s a 
weird one.”
